Who decides who gets a grant and for how much?
Decisions on grant applications are made by a sub group of your local Area Board, supported by the Customer Involvement Officer.  This sub group – or Grant Panel - consists of tenants.
Who can apply?

Any community group (you do not even need to be constituted, although this is preferred) that consists of LMH residents or operates in an area that benefits LMH residents.

How much can I apply for?
Grants are to a maximum of £500.  The Grant panel welcome applications that show support towards costs e.g. through subs; other grants; fund raising; voluntary contributions.  In this way it helps to make the grant programme go further.
Whilst there is no limit to the number of times a group can apply to the fund, all spend and monitoring information relating to a successful grant bid must be complete before a group can make a further bid.

What can I apply for?

There are a whole range of activities or materials that you could ask for a Community Initiative grant for.  Examples are given here, but so long as the project is of benefit to LMH residents, the Panel is keen to hear from you.

1. Community Event e.g. Fun day / Estate Clean Up

2. Funding to facilitate involvement from groups that reflect the diverse communities across the City e.g. Black and Racial Minority Community, Young, Disabled or lone parents 

3. Social Event for a disadvantaged group e.g. local pensioners outing

4. Purchase of equipment for  community group e.g. IT equipment, sports equipment

5. Purchase of training or development for a community group

6. Any other initiative which benefits the community and meets with LMH’s aims. objects and priorities, set out in our Corporate Plan*.  

What doesn’t the grant cover?

This funding can not be used to:

· promote or support any political or solely religious activity.

· support any forms of discrimination or oppression.

· provide any services that Liverpool Mutual Homes are responsible for, e.g. repairs, or any statutory organisation.

What monitoring information do I need to collect?
There is a separate form for this, which is enclosed for your information.

Equality and Diversity:

We ask for information on diversity and equality (age, gender etc) for monitoring/audit purposes only - this helps us to monitor that the fund is open to and reaches all the diverse members/groups within our communities.

So what happens when I submit the application?
Your application will be acknowledged within 10 working days.  The grant panel will meet and assess your bid. You will then be contacted with their decision.
